If we do not support green energy the precautions
we take for climate change will not be enough. Technology will turn to investment
together with know-how. Turkey has a potential of 44.000 megawatt wind,
geothermal and solar energy. Together with Renewable Energy Legislation and
Energy Efficency Legislation we have indicated our preferances. Next step is
realizing them.”



Switzerland Head of Environment, Transportation, Energy and Communication Mr.
Moritz Leuenberger stated that enviromental and climate change are the biggest
challange of the earth thus they are in Renex 2009 to make fare agreements, fair
projects for next generations.

North Westfalia Economy, Small and Medium Sized Companies and Energy Ministry
Associate Counceller Eng. Dr. Heinz Baues has stated the importance of
cooperations in the field of energy : “ We apply these Technologies to survive. Our
priority is to decrease carbonmonoxide emmision by 28%.

Chairman of the Board of Hannover-Messe Sodeks Fuarcilik A.S. , Murat Demirtas
has stated that even though investments started rather late there would be fast
integration with green energy.

RENEX 2009 main themes consisted of renewable enery sources; wind, solar and
geothermal, biomass Technologies and is organized by Hannover-Messe Sodeks
Fuarcilik A.$ who is a partner of Deutche Messe AG.
